I.   The King Is Coming
· God promises Abraham – Genesis 17:6                                     “Kings shall come from you.”

· Later it was said about Abraham’s great grandson Judah –   Genesis 49:10

· One thousand years before the King is born, the psalmist says this – Psalms 2:6-8

· About 750 years before His coming, Isaiah prophesied this –    Isaiah 9:6-7, 16:5
· About 550 years before His advent, Daniel said – Daniel 2:44
· Then a little over 500 years before His birth, Zechariah foretells – Zechariah 6:13

II.   The King Arrives
· Luke 1: 31-33   His arrival will be soon!

· Wise men from the east came looking for Him.  Matthew 2:1, 2, 6
· As He enters Jerusalem – Luke 19:36-40
· The thief on the cross – Luke 23:42
III.   The King Is Crowned
· Prophesied by Daniel – Daniel 7:13-14
· On Pentecost, ten days after Jesus’ ascension, Peter declared –  Acts 2:30-33   Jesus was crowned when He ascended forty days after His resurrection.

· The prophecy of Psalms 45:6-7 is fulfilled as recorded in        Hebrews 1:8-9.
· Jesus will continue to reign until death is no more.                         I Corinthians 15:224-26

IV.   The King Returns

· Revelation 1:5-7   Jesus will return like He left.
· Jesus will judge the world.  He will pass out final sentencing.         II Corinthians  5:10, Revelation 20:11-12
· Jesus will take the faithful with Him to heaven.                                       I Thessalonians 4:16-17
