· Verse 25 – God is the Sustainer of Life                                               The Athenians brought food, etc. to their gods; but Jehovah doesn’t need sacrifices for His benefit.  (Psalms 50:7-15)                    I Timothy 6:17 reminds us that “God richly provides us with everything to enjoy.”  This is good news to people today who believe this world is just a great big accident.  They need to hear there is a personal God who is concerned about them.

· Verses 26-27 – God is the Ruler of All the Nations                                 All people trace their ancestry back to Adam, not to some ape-like creature.  It makes a difference.  From Adam, all races of mankind have come.  God determines the rise and fall of the nations.       (Job 12:23, Daniel 2:20-21, Daniel 4:17)  God is in control!
 “Man must seek God.”  Jehovah made everything and sustains everything so that men will seek Him.                                  (Deuteronomy 4:29, Jeremiah 29:11-13)
“Grope for Him and find Him.”  The philosophers in Athens were searching for the truth by human reason alone.  They were groping in the darkness.  It was like being blindfolded.
